1. Introduction;

The first PACT Response TASK Force G was opened, welcoming the view of US TAG
experts as expressed in document 100_TG_Res_PACT_004 in particular the answers to
these questions should be addressed first before we can continue.

The questions;

Two comments/questions: (1) Please explain why this work is being done in the IEC
TC100 as opposed to the previously mentioned groups. (2)  What is the advantage of
doing this work in the IEC TC100, as opposed to ISO TC159 and JTC1 SC35?

For this purpose we copied the scope and areas of work as follows:

JTC1 SC35
Area of Work;
Standardization in the field of interfaces between users (including people with special
needs) and systems, encompassing input and output devices in information
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technology environments, with the priority of meeting the JTC 1 requirements for
cultural and linguistic adaptability.

The standardization work of SC 35 includes the following areas:
- interfaces between users and devices, such as keyboards, mice, pointers, pens,
visual displays, and forms of audio and tactile input/output, with the emphasis on
functionality
- rules for system control by voice, vision, movement, gestures, etc.
- presentation techniques, icons, graphical symbols, etc.
- dialogue control and navigation in interactions between humans and systems
- systems assistance and tutoring.

 The major areas of SC35 discussion is based on office equipment for example
keyboard, icon etc.
Today’s interface technology is changing introducing multimedia issue like voice input,
image recognition. Those multimedia technology or applications are within the scope
of TC100.

SC35 is addressing the traditional HI focusing on the relation between users and front-
end machines. Network HI focuses on the HI which supports human activities in and
through the cyber world.

TC100 appreciates the activities of TC159 referring to its design concepts in order to
achieve ergonomic user system interactions. TC100 will make use of these concepts
for their network related HI activities.

Effective network related human interaction activities for home connectivity can be
dealt with effectively and coherently by creating a new appropriate TA inside of TC100
making use of the expertise inside TC100 and also recognizes the strong user
requirements for these technologies.



2. Which items should be taken into TC100 and scope should be changed?

PACT report addresses the HI which supports human activities in and through the
cyber world built on networks. Future world will heavily rely on the connectivity
between all kind of networks like personal networks, local home networks, global
networks etc, and focusing on home connectivity and ambient intelligence needed for
this.  HI aspect should be explored. TC100 TA3, TA4, TA5 should deal with the lower
layer of communication network and TA8 should be dealing with Meta data and file
management. So already a lot of issues are already covered and HI should be covered.
As far as HI work already covered with other Organizations such as xxx the duplicated
work should be avoided.

TC100 should create the terms of reference such that it covers only the HI aspects
needed for the home networks, home equipment and home server data management as
covered by the relevant TAs under TC100.

Examples of projects for the new TA (HI for cyber world):

(1). Guide line for users manual, structure and terminology, navigation, wizards.
(100AGS63 (a))

(2). Indoor position detection making use of ZigBee technology, dataset for each
person dataset indicate a person itself and they active or not.  Going back at the end of
the work, and as soon as he (she) enters into home, home network must be aware of
that the person came back to home.  (100AGS63 a(ii))

(3). Privacy, security, authorization, secure token, in combination with biometrics and
history as a system approach. ( 100AGS63 c(v), d(viii))

(4). Ontology vocabulary and semantics to create ontology libraries which can be used
to create e.g. user manuals. (100AGS63 b(iii))

(5). Creating the overview document on identification and classification of objects
related with TC100 equipment including their components and their applications and
service characteristics, and the types of users on for example, home users' home
equipment. (Ref, ITU-R /SG6/WP6M + ITU-T/SG9 Liaison Group JRG1/SG2) (100AGS63
a(i), b(iv), c(vi))

3. Which should be outside of TC100 scope?

The standardization of generic biometrics is recommended to be excluded since JTC1
SC37 is taking care of it.

4. Which items should be handled as liaison issues?

To be discussed in next meeting.
