This SC25 Plenary meeting was distinguished by having various members of the IEEE 802 
LAN/MAN committee in attendance at the plenary and Working Group meetings throughout the 
week. Those present included David Law (Great Britain), Geoff Thompson, Steve Carlson and 
Wael Diab. Representatives from ITU, JTC 1 SC6 and IEC ITTF were also in attendance. 

P-member countries represented: 

Australia, Belgium, Canada, China, Denmark, Finland, France, Germany, Ireland, Israel, (Italy), 
Japan, Korea, Mexico, Netherlands, New Zealand, (Norway), (Poland), Singapore, Spain, 
Sweden, Switzerland, United Kingdom, USA. (Those in brackets were not present.) 

Three new P-members have been added over the past year: India, Singapore and Kazakhstan. 
Due to lack of participation, the Secretary will request ITU to change the status of Kazakhstan to 
“O” if they have not participated by the 12th month. Regarding SC 25 membership, it was 
observed that there are now 27 “P” members and 8 “O” members. 

The number of US representatives and observers continues to be high as with past meetings, 
indicating ongoing of interest from within the US in standardization activities undertaken by 
SC25. US TAG Administrator, Florence Otieno did not attend, but provided vital support to the 
US delegation in preparation for this meeting.

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V. MEETING OBSERVATIONS 

General (SC25) 

Under the agenda item National reports, Michael Ding, a member of the Chinese delegation, 
reported on concerns regarding delays by the SC25 Secretary in the processing of documents 
submitted under the approved program of work for Working Group 1. Because the FCD ballots 
were not issued until July, the ballot results will not be available until November, thus delaying 
work by one meeting cycle. The Secretary responded that his review of the documents indicated 
that the resolutions were not implemented as intended. His concern was that these omissions 
would compromise the success of the next ballot cycle. 

China protested the Secretary's delay to JTC 1, which referred the issue to Gabriel Barta at the 
ITTF. At the SC 25 Plenary, Mr. Barta stated that the Chinese accusation that the SC25 
Secretary was intentionally delaying the documents was not supported by the facts. Mr. Barta 
stated that the Secretary was merely "doing his job" with respect to his role in controlling the 
quality of SC25 standards. Nevertheless, Mr. Barta had ordered the Secretary to circulate the 
Chinese documents without change after investigating the Chinese letter of complaint submitted 
to JTC1 last June. 

Based on a request from Dr. Wacks to clarify the scope of "quality control" exercised by the 
Secretary, the SC25 Secretary stated that his role was primarily to confirm that resolutions are 
properly implemented. A resolution was drafted and approved to accommodate the concerns 
expressed by China. Action: J Siemon (US HOD) to follow-up with Dr Wacks to explore 
improvement opportunities that may help to avoid this situation in the future. 

The UK presented document N1348 and cited ambiguity in the decision process at the February 
2007 meeting of WG 3 in Kona, US. He observed that the delay in correcting an “obvious” 
technical error prior to the ballot process delayed the project work. He stated that the UK’s 
expectation was that the situation could have been handled more efficiently. 

Document 18 was presented by the US HOD. Discussion ensued, wherein Mr Barta (ITTF) 
requested that the word “encourages” be replaced by “accepts” in the text provided under the 
heading of “Background”. This change was accepted by the US. In the wording of the 
resolution, the secretary suggested that the word “accommodation” to “handling”. This change 
was not accepted as friendly by the US. During discussion, Gary Robinson expressed his views 
on the topic of “conflicting” standards and cited examples, which were very helpful in allowing 
other delegates to fully understand the precedence for standardizing competing technologies and 
allowing the market to select. Following discussion, the proposed US proposal was accepted 
as submitted without opposition (Germany and Netherlands abstained). 

Jo Walling (Canada) pointed out a number of grievances in the way documents are processed, 
citing the fact that a license agreement was used to limit availability of a document needed by 
WG 3 experts to advance their work on project approved under the program of work. Canada 
requests that the Secretary only issue documents that are openly available. It was agreed to draft 
a resolution that accommodates Canada’s concerns regarding open availability of documents. 
This resolution was later approved without opposition. 

The next meeting of the 18th Plenary SC 25 and its Working Groups will be held during the 
week of 2008-10-20/24 in France (venue and city TBD). 

WG1 

As WG1 Convener, Dr Ken Wacks (US) presented the written report of WG 1 logged as 
meeting document 25Jju06. He indicated that there were numerous documents in various stages 
of approval and that comments were all resolved. He also noted the 17 resolutions submitted by 
WG1 for SC25 approval. There was discussion about two resolutions from China, which were

removed for reconsideration and possible resubmission at the next plenary. One resolution was 
extended to encourage participation by ITU-T, ETSI, and the DSL Forum in the development of 
a standard proposed by Korea (Centralized Management Protocol). Otherwise, the report was 
accepted without opposition. 

WG3 

Stuart Reeves (UK) presented the written report of WG 3, logged as meeting document 25Jju07. 
Since the last plenary, WG3 held one other meeting in Kona, USA (2007-February); in addition 
to Jeju. The next meeting will be in Barcelona, Spain with date TBD (February 2008 expected). 

Significant WG accomplishments were highlighted in the report. Progress was reported on 
Amendment 1.1 to ISO/IEC 11801, which as advance to FDAM. Amendment 1.2 to ISO/IEC 
11801 had also advanced to PDAM. Other accomplishments were in the areas of Cabling for 
data centers, cabling for Homes, baluns and Industrial Cabling. Standardization of CCCB has 
not been progressed. 

Guy Perrot (France) expressed concern that amendment 1.2 of 11801 will specify components 
using the same terminology, whose technical requirements are different. He suggested that a 
liaison letter be sent from SC 25 to ANSI or TIA requesting harmonization of requirements or a 
change in terminology. It was agreed to draft a resolution requesting help from the US on this 
issue. See resolution SC25:18/8 in document 25Jju10. The US abstained on this resolution. 
Action: J Siemon to contact D Hess to discuss this resolution and any resulting action to by 
the US mirror committee to WG3 with respect to TIA TR42. 

Finally, Mr. Reeves reported on WG 3’s intention to develop a number of liaison reports on 
technical issues to IEC TC 46/WG 9 SC 46C, SC 48B, SC65C, SC86A, SC86B, SC86C CISPR 
and IEEE 802. The report, including resolutions was accepted without opposition. 

WG4 

As WG4 Convener, Mr. Gary Robinson (US) presented the written report of WG 4 logged as 
meeting document 25Jju08. The report highlighted the 25 active projects being managed by 
WG4, many of which originate from US SDOs –T10 (SCSI), T11 (Fibre Channel), and IEEE 
MSC. He noted that the IEEE floating point standard 754 [IEC 60559:1989], which is used by 
nearly all computers, is pending revision. WG4 processed about 16 projects into International 
Standards. An additional 18 new projects were approved for WG4 since Berlin. Mr Robinson 
expressed the need to increase participation and has taken action to undertake formation of a 
joint working session with WG3 to encourage collaboration between these experts. His request 
is that time be reserved for such a session at our next plenary. He also requested volunteers from 
member countries of SC25 to help advance projects undertaken by WG4. The report, including 
resolutions was accepted without opposition. 

REPORT FROM PTTT (P. Kaijser) 

Mr. Kaijser presented the written report of WG 4 logged as meeting document 25Jju09. The 
report, including resolutions was accepted without opposition. Various US delegates to WG 1 
attended the PTTT meeting.

During the SC 25 Plenary meeting one year ago, a second project team was formed with 
responsibility for network convergence (PTNC) to be led by Peter Colbrook of the UK. This 
project team is responsible for project 1.25.05.03. This project team was not scheduled to meet 
in Jeju and was not on the agenda SC25. If and when this team is formed, the US will need to 
find qualified representatives to serve on these project teams. For PTTT, a potential source of 
experts is the US mirror committee to SC25/WG1. For PTNC, a potential source of experts is 
the US mirror committee to WG4 (T11). 

Changes to the scope of work that were approved by SC25 during the Berlin plenary met with 
opposition by representatives of SC6 at the last meeting of JTC 1. The Secretary and Convener 
will draft an updated scope for review and approval by SC25 at or before the next plenary 
meeting in France. As a result, resolution 18/39 on revised scope of SC 25 was omitted during 
the voting process. 

All other projects within SC25 have a potential impact upon materially affected or interested 
U.S. parties and are actively supported by US participants. 

All resolutions from the Jeju meeting were passed without opposition, including a proposed 
change to the SC25 scope of work. US input to this change was accommodated to the 
satisfaction of those present. (See also, observations noted under item V.) 

C. Was the U.S. delegation adequately prepared for the discussions that ensued at this TC or 
SC meeting? (Consider whether documents arrived in time for adequate review and discussion 
prior to the meeting; whether U.S. positions were developed for each item on the agenda; 
whether last minute agenda items were added by the Chair or Secretariat, etc.) 

Yes. The US delegates received the meeting documents in advance and reviewed them via 
teleconference. An informal US preparatory meeting was also held the morning of September 7. 
US recommendations for the agendas, programs of work and resolutions were all well prepared 
and accepted. US delegates participated on the drafting committee for each WG report, program 
of work, business plan and resolutions. 

Other than updated document references, there were no last minute agenda changes added by the 
Secretariat. During the meeting, US recommendations for changes to the agenda were accepted 
and approved.
