A proposal for a new work item in SC23 on a “Data migration method for DVD-R,
DVD-RW, DVD-RAM, +R, and +RW disks” was approved in June, and WD 29121 on
this subject was reviewed in an ad-hoc meeting held in the morning before the Plenary.
Agreement was reached on a few outstanding issues including a more appropriate
schedule for data migration based on error thresholds. The Plenary subsequently
instructed the Editors to send a revised working draft to its Secretariat for CD
registration and FCD ballot. FCD 29121 is now under ballot closing 2008-02-01.
