Approve current FCD ballot with comments.  The US asks WG1 members for information about 
technology and equipment (availability, throughput speed, cost, etc) that may be used to apply dots 
to cards. 
 
 
7811-6 
Disapprove current FCD ballot with comments.  Recent tests on Unused encoded cards 
(Returned that were never used) possess significant extra pulses on the signal waveform (see 
attached figure). These extra pulses can be from a previous recording that was not properly 
erased by the most recent encoding, stray magnetic fields from the encode head, or the magnetic 
media. The current requirements in part 6 have established a test and requirement for the media's 
contribution to extra pulses (Table 1), but not for the encoder and other contributions. 
 
Add the following text and figure in clause 9.3 after the note. 
There shall be no signal peaks between the minimum requirement (0,64 UR for Unused encoded cards or  
0,52 UR for Returned cards) and 0,07 UR. 
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
